There was an inquiry from MMA re-

garding the plan for the temporary library that will be at 

the Masonic Hall. The MMA insurance agent is willing to 

meet with the Town to discuss any details. Mary Anne 

states they are planning to move beginning at the be-

ginning of September and the build will go through to 

the end of 2016. The library plans to move approxi-

mately 3,500 items (1/3 of their collection) and 3 -4 lap-

tops to the Masonic Hall. They also plan to move some 

chairs and some of the more portable bookcases. The 

library does plan to operate out of the Masonic Hall, but 

will possibly reduce their hours.  

MMA requires a copy of the Masonic Hallôs insur-

ance, liability insurance for the Library, and a written 

agreement between the Hall and the Library. There is a 

discussion about obtaining Builderôs Risk insurance.

Distracted Driving  

Letôs face it; we are all distracted drivers some of the time. I tie my tie or floss my teeth sometimes when 

Iôm driving to work and Iôve seen others even reading newspapers! But the explosion in cell phone use has 

markedly increased the frequency and consequences of distracted driving. Studies show that a driver simply 

talking on a cell phone has a 4 -6 times risk of having a crash as the same person talking, and is at the same 

risk as one driving with a blood alcohol level of .08 g/dL. Texting while driving is 5 times worse; people tex-

ting when driving are 25 times as likely to crash. Studies show that while texting, drivers have their eyes off 

the road 4.6 of every 6 seconds! Not surprisingly national data from 5 years ago showed 2000 fatalities annu-

ally associated with texting, 16% of the total auto crash deaths.  But since many more people use cell phones 

than text, more die from simply using their cell phones. Hands - free cell phones may not reduce the risks 

much.  

Iôve found myself sliding toward the edge of the road and hitting the rumble strip a few times even when 

Iôm using a hands-free phone and able to dial numbers by voice. I bet many of you have too, right? But most 

drivers using cell phones donôt have the luxury of such equipment. The risk is made worse when cell phone 

use is added on top of other impairments, like alcohol intoxication, illicit or prescription drug use, fatigue 

(especially from obstructive sleep apnea, usually in obese snorers), inexperience (teenagers), eating in the 

car, night driving and/or bad weather conditions, unfamiliar roads, kids in the back seat fighting, impaired 

vision, or your GPS talking to you while your cellphone rings.  

So how can you protect yourself from these risks?  

First, be careful! Minimize your use of cell phones and donôt text while driving at all. Insist your family fol-

low these rules too. New drivers should not use phones at all for the first several years they drive. Use Blue-

tooth hands - free systems if you can afford them.  

Secondly, and because precautions you take donôt reduce your risk of being hit by another texting or cell 

phone -using driver, support reasonable legal restrictions. 10 states prohibit hand -held phone use while driv-

ing, 32 states do so for novice drivers, and 39 ban texting for all drivers. Maine does restrict texting for teens 
by law. However such laws are difficult to enforce and sometimes, like seat -belt laws, can only be enforced if 

a driver is stopped for another violation. Phone records can serve as an enforcement tool like blood alcohol 

levels can for drunk driving. But it is cumbersome. In the future, technology fixes, like cars that disable 

phone use when in motion may be possible, but how do they distinguish the driver from a passenger?

Readfield on Fire or éA Story of Food Passions and Revolution in Readfield 

30 years ago a couple of NYC professors Bob and Helen opened a Readfield restaurant -  The Emporium.  Goals: 

offer a distillation of NY culinary delights from street vendors and restaurants as well as food experiences from 
their world travels.  Italian, Chinese, French, Arabic, Indian and Mediterranean herbs, and spices filled their every-
day repertoire.  Born into an expansive Mediterranean family where food was the center of life, they topped pizzas 
with a creative explosion of taste and adventure.  

Most important was their background in traditional cooking.  Traditional Brooklyn Italian, Greek and Arabic family 
recipes brought delight to the regular marinara tomato sauce and quintessential pizza palate.  Pizzas from the gas -

fired 500 -degree oven take 10 minutes to cook, and arrive achingly thin with perfectly blistered crusts topped with 
either traditional 6 hour simmered tomato marinara and cheese or a spice and herb explosion of international fla-
vors.  And our entreeséwine was an essential entr®e cooking element.  The importance of classic concepts of food 
of French chef Escoffier filled years of dining preferences.  

Then during the first years following the millennium the Emporium had the extraordinary fortune to hire three dy-
namic talents.  Tim Simon (now famous actor in movies and TV),  Dave Farady (English scholar and teacher) and 

Sarah Chiasson (Kentôs Hill school girl).  The trio stayed several years and developed their skills, each in an ex-
traordinary way. Sarah Chiasson -  travelled, university educated, and world -wise became chef at the Old Post Office 
Café in Mount Vernon. She found local fame for her precision and flair in the creation of food that rivaled the best 
restaurants chefs on the west coast.

And Yes!  Sarah has returned homeéto the Emporium.  She leads a team that brings style, a refreshing sense of 
spices and herbs that demonstrates a command of the kitchen and palette.  A combination of our worlds has intro-
duced a regional revolution in style and food.   A brief renovation followed (draft beer, new dishes, glasses, sup-
plies, and kitchen layout).   Sarah then introduced a Summer Menu which alters the way in which each plate is 
conceived and executed.  As she explained it: an explosion of taste, color and a perfect portion.  Summer on a 

plate.  This is the kind of experience you remember.   Who can resist?    See Readfield Emporium on Facebook for 
Sarahôs memories of her first restaurant experience at the E.   Our ad includes a few pix- menu highlights.  

The Emporium has managed to achieve that rare balance of fine dining and fun, with a staff that can roll off eso-
teric items like pork órouladeô in one breath, as they're whisking your bottle of wine away to a chilling station in the 
other. The menu is divided into appetizers, entrees and pizzas.  There is also an exciting array of culinary specials 
as well as staple items like  ginger -glazed salmon, marinated goat cheese, duck confit salad, seared tuna tacos. 

But the real fun is in the appetizers, where dish after dish of wildly inventive small bites emerge from the kitchen ï 
duck,   mousse, fish,  smoked salmon,  quinoa,  tabouleh. Pace yourself. Or don't. It's an experience you'll remem-
ber.  Every single item on the appetizers menu is a must -have ï from the finger - licking chips and addictive salads, 
squash pickles, a salad of baby kale, shaved carrot, baked beet napoleon or warm cauliflower or carmelized onion 
gratin crustini.  

Sarah, born and bred in Mount Vernonéshe is a melange of extraordinary intellect, delight, charm, demanding 
chef and a farm girl -  the product of Maine farms.  Whenever possible local Maine farm ingredients are incorporated 

into her creations. Daily soups begin every day.  Fresh soup stock from bones culled and roasted from the dayôs 
meats, and fresh vegetables.  Iôve always avoided soups (a reminder of experiences from my Campbellôs days), but 
a good soup ï that is gravy with deep bouquet of vegetables herbs and flavor -  each spoonful is a treat.  Europe-
ans know this.  In France, a bowl of her soup is a meal to savor and treasure ï a culinary feast.  (And only 6 
bucks).  

Sarah has introduced a Saturday and Sunday Brunch.  The brunch menu includes among other delights, a variety 

of scrambles, brunch pizzas, omelets, burgers, savory cakes, sandwiches.   Brunch offerings are plentiful.  Among 
them, home baked cinnamon rolls, buns, scones, coffee cakes, granolas, etc.    

And for those who long for a dinner executed with the skill of a classically trained chef, the winter menu will in-
clude classics youôve known and loved.  All with Sarahôs clever twist.  And in the following candid statement, Sarah 
Chiasson talks about coming homeéto the Emporium: 

ñThis place still has the most nostalgic aromas.  I think the spices and herbs are in its bones.  That is the one

self.  You are changing as you recreate every plate...every day.  I truly feel that way.   I will continue to change 
and grow here.   

The future? I envision that it is in this place.  The Emporium is a place where people gather.  It is an extension and 
expression of friends who gathered here.  There is nothing more exciting than to continue to build on this tradition.    
To be able to offer an experience like this in our remote corner of Maine is so rare -  so cool.    

The Emporium is a treasure.  This place is the same as it was years ago.   The Emporium "attitude" was different 
from other places I experienced in Maine. The Emporium music! -  the unusual collection of old tapes, music and 
albums -  that music selection!   And it hasn't changed much at all.  They've just changed from tapes to CDs.  And 

the tree branches and lights in the restaurant are wonderful, they haven't changed either.   

Long ago there was a boutique attached. This place has been through quite an evolution.  I bought my very first 
set of china flats, paper parasol, and china rice  bowls for my apartment here.   Yeah it was a home goods store 
too.  Makes me smile.  ñ
