Remove offending hairs from skin
* Duct tape or other adhesive
* Immediate washing with soap and water
* Shower not tub bath
* Change and launder clothing
* Remove jewelry and watches in anticipation of swelling

Relieve symptoms of itch
* Camphor, menthol, pramoxine, cool packs, witch hazel, topical diphenhydramine

Reduce inflammatory reaction
* Topical steroids
* Systemic steroids
* prednisone 1 mg/kg/day tapered over 2 — 3 weeks
* IM Triamcinolone 40 mg
* Systemic antihistamines: variably helpful
* Topical aspirin reduced histamine induced itch in one study

Prevention/avoiding exposure
* Protective clothing, mask, do yard work on wet days
* Dry clothes inside not outside on a line
